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Our team’s proposal is to establish a computer management system that provides services to China College of Marine Technology And Commerce (CCMTC). 

CCMTC
CCMTC was established in 1966, located in Taipei city, Taiwan. The college concentrates on marine technology and commerce and is offering two-year programs with both day and night classes and offering an associate degree. The college is composed of seven departments offering day and night programs, leading to associate bachelor’s degree. FUTURE PLAN

The company has failed to complete the development of a computer-based college administration system after two years of work devoted to this project. OCEAN
We are going to develop software, OCEAN (Ocean College Enrollment & Administration Network) that acts as a management system for the college administration and admission. The system is going to manage student and faculty records in the school. 

WHAT OCEAN DOES

· OCEAN will contain the student and faculty databases which contain  all personal information the college needs, such as name, address, personal ID number, etc.

· The system is going to manage the admission of students. Students can check their grades and other information may be accessed through the system.

· Course lists will be generated by OCEAN after instructors enter their desired time of instructing each week, so that the student will be assigned to take those courses.
