Wonderful intro to camp

Mountain climbing/hike

Bad characters - 

Fall in crevasse of some sort

Lost

One perfect star 8

More trials --- new setting (the woods)

The demons are back, not used to the cold

The other campers know where they are (since they set up getting lost in the first place), so they volunteer to "find them"

More cruelty, jokes

The demons find them

The angels find them all --- in the loneliness and despair something breaks through. The silver strand is there.  Attracts help.

One perfect star 9

Hatred of other campers and the demons worse than ever.  (Campers being fed by ideas) (maybe should be part of 8) Canoe Exercise
Angel appears to children

Children follow angel.  Aware that it is not like the uncle's experience, but still trusting because angel helps.  Angels has lots of great lines.   It will not be revealed for a while that this angel is in fact not to be trusted.  

(The strand will eventually grow tangled.)

In order to save them, one of the angels must make direct contact, but cannot interfere with the progression of the world.  If he makes a mistake, the boy's silver strand may break, never to be repaired.

One perfect star 10

The children marvel at the mystery

The angels leave them with wonderful gifts --- among other things, a lamp --- they are protected.

They confide in the angel why they are there.

Another frightening event -- they are told that the uncle actually took the creature away from where it should be.  The angel implies that by taking away the creature, this has stopped the flow of time --- all the frightening things that are happening are a result of their uncle's "evil" act.

(The creature in fact was stolen, and the uncle hiding it right under the demon's noses --- they can't recognize the good in front of them).

Uncle appears --- he has the box from his childhood --- (is a fake)

One perfect star 11

They understand the need for teaching others about the silver strand?   --- weak --- must be more

Bad relationship with other campers intensifies --- the scientist and the boy were one in the same --- both boy's uncle.  

Science that the boy's uncle has done is brought forward as fraudulent.

Discover long ago that the bad guys have something to do with the cave?

Hang gliding? End of the year camp-out -- scavenger hunt -- something set up so that the rotten campers are thwarted

One perfect star 12

End of the summer party/skit/dance

Everyone is to draw names and to make a gift for someone else

Pleasant meal

Happiness

Gift turns out to be a trap --- either it's stolen, or it makes Henry out to be a thief

One perfect star 13

Scavenger hunt/dance/skits continue, despite the scandal

Boy gets clue that the angel is really a deceiver

Almost everyone in the camp has turned against him

Angel almost makes a misstep --- perhaps makes others feel that boy is unfeeling, aloof, exacting, stern, unapproachable.

One perfect star 14

In cave --- boy against the demons

Exciting side tale (yet to be determined-- with dog, demons? Angels?)) related to main problem, but new.  Whether or not boy is successful fuels the story.

Boy does something to prove all of this wrong --- and almost succeeds

The boy's team wins the scavenger hunt, but instead of it being a good thing, there is disaster.

Boy so anxious to prove himself right, is in worse situation than before.

Punishment meted out --- looks like boy will not be able to continue.

Some sense that something terrible will happen if he does not succeed (like the uncle being trapped in the cave).
