Please remind me why I am doing this.  It's all about the cat, right? The trick is to do the document as a MS WORD document, not as an HTML.  To wrap text, pull up the "picture" toolbar (under "View" menu) double click on the picture, and the icon with a yellow diamond in it gives you various options.  Looks like to get a movie up online, an HTML document will have to be used!  

In Paint Shop Pro --- open a picture file and choose "save as"  there will be an Options button on that box that allows you to make the file smaller (compressing) aaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaaa
