IEEE Standard 977-1991 “Guide to Installation of Foundations for Transmission Line Structures” is now in the balloting process as reported by Doug Proctor, coordinator of the reaffirmation of this standard.  Members of the Working Group who are Standards voting members are encouraged to watch for the invitation to vote on this reaffirmation along with a plea to vote affirmatively.  Once reaffirmation is secured, the Working Group has five years to complete a revision of the Standard, if a revision is warranted.  
A presentation by Bob Kirchmeier on the Tacoma Narrows Crossing rebuild will be presented at the Conductor WG meeting.  Members are encouraged to attend to view Bob’s discussion, and in the interest of expediency, will not be reproduced in this meeting.
New Business:
Doug Harms of Center Point Energy gave an interesting talk on tornado damage and temporary restoration of a 345 kV line.  

IEEE Standard 524, “Guide to the Installation of Overhead Transmission Line Conductors” requires review to determine if another revision is warranted or if a reaffirmation is adequate as its five year cycle is nearing expiration.
