IFSM 201 – Assignment Four: Web Pages with Microsoft NotePad
HTML Assignment Preparation: 

You will use two programs to actually create the assignment, Microsoft NotePad and a browser. Microsoft NotePad comes with your Windows operating system. You probably also have Microsoft's Internet Explorer Internet browser on your computer. However, you may use any browser to do this assignment.

HTML Assignment: 

Your assignment will be to create a web page having the tags shown in the list below. The content of your page will be up to you. You will save your file as home4.html
Specific tags I will be looking for: 

· title

· head tags
· a background color or image

· Use of at least one heading tag for a title and/or subtitle <H1……H6>
· *an image or photo on the page (with alt, width, and height attributes)
· center
· bold
· italics
· underline
· unordered OR ordered list

· a working link to a web site
· paragraph tags
· break tags
* That is ONE image please.

You MUST use Microsoft Notepad to create this assignment. You may not use any editor like FrontPage.

To Submit the Assignment
When you have finished your assignment, you will not submit it in WebTycho; WebTycho does not allow us to upload HTML files. For this one assignment, to submit it, you will attach the files to an email you will send me.

1. Email me, using the subject line of <b>IFSM 201 LETTER
 Homework 4</b>

2. Attach the home4.html file (to that email)

3. Attach the image file(s) (to that email)

If you do not attach the image files to the email, I will not be able to see the images.
General Assignment Notes:

When you use NotePad to write the web page that is the only file that you will have (other than any image files). What you type in NotePad is called the source code. The lines you type become the instructions to the computer that tell it what to do. As long as you save the file as home4.html, the browser will open the file up as a web page. What you see when you open the page in your browser (Netscape or Explorer) is called the object code. However, realize that there is only one file. The home4.html document is what you type using NotePad and then you open the browser and use File, Open to see that file as it should look. You do not have to be on the Internet to open and use your browser to view your page. To test your link, you will need to be on the Internet.
A suggestion that I have is that you only have two programs open at a time. Open NotePad and open Netscape (or Explorer). When a program is open, its name shows on the task bar of Windows (bottom of your screen). Click on NotePad, and type the lines of code. Use File, Save As to name the file home4.html, changing the file type to all files. Now click on the browser’s name on the task bar. Go to File, Open and browse to find the home4.html file. Open it. You will see how it looks in your browser. To add to the lines of code or to make a change, click on the NotePad name and type what you need to. Click on Save. Go back to the browser and choose the button Reload (Netscape) or Refresh (Explorer). You will instantly see the change(s) that you made in NotePad.
HTML Notes:

· There is only ONE body tag on a web page!

· The bgcolor or background are attributes of the BODY tag.

· The heading tag (H1..H6) makes text larger, makes the text bold, and creates an Enter under the line. These tags are used for titles and subtitles; they are not used for paragraphs of text.

· The list item tag is <LI>. That is the letter L and the letter I (not a one).

· When you save the source code, save it as home4.html (you must type the .html) and change the file type to All.

· To see the file in your browser, choose File, Open File and browse to find your file.

· Make sure that the graphic you wish to use is in the same directory as your source code.

· To get an image from a web page, point to it and right click. Choose Save Image As. Choose where you want the file saved on your computer.

· If your image does not show, check the file name. Although HTML tags are case insensitive, the filenames you refer to must use exact case. Flower.gif, FLOWER.gif, and flower.gif are all seen as being different.

· When you make a change to the source code click Save and then click on the Browser in your status bar, and choose Reload (Refresh).

· Your link may go to any site. This link may be shown any where on the page that you wish it to be.

· You will be adding a background color or image. The background is what appears behind the text of a web page. To add a color to a web page, you can use the tag <BODY BGCOLOR=”color”> where color might be the word blue or green or yellow. Notice that the color is in quotes. You can see the huge variety of colors available for web pages by going to any of the web sites that I have listed below. Two notes about colors: if you want to use a color like blue green, the word is written as bluegreen, without a space. The other way to write in a color is by hexadecimal notation. A tag that says show the background as bright yellow could be written as <BODY BGCOLOR=”FFFF33”>.
· To use an image instead of a color, the tag is written as <BODY BACKGROUND=”image.ext”>.Any image may be used as a background, but you always want them to be lighter in color than the text. Images are available on the Internet; you may also use photos that you have. Make sure that the image chosen does not make the rest of the page not able to be seen. You will want the image type to be a .gif, .jpg., or .jpeg. Do not use an image that has the file extension of .bmp.

· When you refer to an image, you will do so by its file name. You will not use any path statements. A path statement looks something like this: c:\mypictures\flower.gif. As long as you save the file to the same directory as you have saved the html file, assuming a file named flower.gif, you would simply write the image tag as <img src ="flower.gif" alt ="This is a picture of a flower" width ="#" height ="#">. If you use a path statement, I will not be able to see the image because I do not have that directory that you are referring to.
