What is the difference between a "Web page" and an "HTML page"?

Webpage are written in a computer language known as the Hypertext Make-up Language ,HTML, because a browser hides  the speciation completely when displaying a web page, most user never encounter HTML. Instead, when a user gives a browser a URL, the browser contact the specified server, obtain a copy of the, interprets the HTML and displays the result.

HTML is significant for 2  reasons. First,the language is sufficiently general to allow it to be used with a variety of browser and computers. The language does not specify all the display details, but allow the browser freedom to use.Second, HTML allow people to create Webpage s without a background in a computer programming. Much of popularity of the World Wide Web can be credited to HTML and web authoring tools, which have mad it easy for individual and businesses to create Web page.

No, while we create HTML we do not need to be connected to the Internet. We only need to know a few HTML commands (tags) to create files to ‘put up’ on the web. These files can be created with Microsoft Word® or any other word processing program for that matter. The only catch is that we must save them as text files and give them an HTML extension.

Internet: is the collection of networks and routers that use the TCP/IP protocol suite and function as a single, large network. The Internet reaches government, commercial, and educational organizations around the world

Webpage is an HTML document accessible through the World Wide Web and it is  a single page of information available on the World Wide Web.
World Wide Web is an internet service that organizes information using hypermedia. Each document can contain embedded references to image, audio and other documents. A user browses for information by following references.

Class A: for example 221.16.153.64,the first dotted decimal(221) determine the organisation and the last three(16.153.64) specify a computer in that organization.



Class B : from IP address 21.143.0.0 the first two dotted decimal(21.143) determine the subnet , and the rest two(0.0) specify the computer in the sub net.



Class C: from IP address 48.38.232.0, the first three dotted decimal(48.38.232) are specified and the last can vary.
