Preface

           In the twentieth century this issue began to really bother me as I watched closely and observed the results of the way in which we as a community treated these individuals and how our actions seemed to compound the problem rather than correct it.
      I’ve written this book for three main reasons: First of all because I obviously share a different view on how to perceive these individuals and how they should be treated. Secondly, with the hope of opening some eyes to a different view for the benefit of whomever may be affected by these views or your perception of them. Last but not least, for the impact the information in this book might have on some of the individuals in question.

          When I say the individuals in question, I am making reference to those involved in child molestation and the countless others who have 

an inability to involve themselves in a normal and stable relationship because of one personality disorder or another.
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          Many people suffer personality disorders but do not know the cause, and therefore are often helpless at any attempt towards recovery.
          My belief is that before a problem can be treated, the problem and its likely cause should be known. I also believe that an incorrect assessment of the problem will likely lead to an incorrect solution and therefore compound the problem instead of correcting it.

          When knowledge of AIDS and HIV positive individuals first came to light, the way in which affected persons were treated, was such as to cause others upon discovery that they too were affected, to be very much afraid to bring it to light. Subsequently in their attempts to conceal the sickness, many others were exposed and became sick as a result.

          Later on, the original belief that AIDS was some kind of Gay Plague was disproved and it became evident that: young, old, male, female, homosexual and heterosexual were affected without discrim-ination.

          At this point they began to educate the public about AIDS, and a more accurate understanding of what it was and who could be affected by it. Suddenly, several affected persons began coming forward and receiving the necessary treatment and information needed to help them cope with the sickness and to reduce the risk of spreading the virus.

         Since that time, many are being treated and subsequently the risk, where they are concerned is being minimized.

         My hope is that this book, and the information it holds, will help many to see that an identical mistake is being made with yet another group of individuals, who are not suffering from a physical sickness but a debilitating psychological sickness that is there by no fault of theirs, and they have limited control over.
     I fear that failure to explore this view will result in us again compounding the problem instead of correcting it.

          In this book you will read a true story about one individual who gives a very accurate history of how his life was changed as a result of child molestation, and you may be able to see the mind of the molester as well as you will see the astronomical affect this molestation has on the remainder of its victim’s life.  
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          The details in the earliest chapters of this book are detailed experiences of the molestations and the results on the victim’s life after the molestations. Therefore, few details are omitted and therefore these chapters are of a high sexual nature which some may find offensive.  

          My hope is that you do not focus on the perpetrator for the severity of his actions, but rather focus on the seriousness of the problem so that it may be easier to consider more closely the way we are dealing with the problem, to assure that we are doing our best to solve the problem with all individuals in mind including the perpetrators. 

          I feel that the information I offer here is accurate and valuable for assessing the situation with a clear understanding of the problem and the victims involved.

          This is not to say that other therapists do not have some valuable information to offer in dealing with such serious problems, however most of them are only able to offer you what they have learned in school and from some of the individuals they have treated. 

          However the problem with this is that what they have learned in school is mostly psychological speculation, based on information compiled by individuals who have no true personal understanding of what these individuals are experiencing every moment of every day of their lives. So they assume that the information they gather from other perpetrators during their sessions, is accurate and able to be used in treating others.

          It is a proven fact that at least 50% of this information is inaccurate and when used with some perpetrators can do more harm than good. This is primarily because these individuals generally tell their therapist what they think they want to hear, and seldom give accurate information. 

          To add insult to injury, nothing is worst then when one such individual comes to the realization that he or she needs help and attempts to let their therapist know what they are experiencing only to be told by their therapist that their perception of what they are experiencing is delusional! 

           Imagine telling your dentist that the pain is on the right side of your mouth, but he pulls a tooth from the left side. 
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          This Story was written based on actual facts that have affected millions over the years. When I speak of millions affected, I speak both of victims and perpetrators alike since it is a known fact that most perpetrators became perpetrators as a result of some form of victimization. Even though some of these individuals did not remember being victimized, it is a fact that when victimization takes place very early in life, one of the ways the mind attempts to protect the person being victimized is by suppressing their memory of that experience. However in most cases, it can still affect the individual psychologically later on in life.

         This book is written in simple English so as to be understood by anyone and everyone.
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Introduction

         In a country considered to be a Christian country, where people didn’t even want to consider the thought of someone they knew committing an act which today is considered to be one of the most immoral acts of all, I believe that the peoples unwillingness to even allow their children to speak freely on matters of this personal nature is probably one of the main reasons we have so many problems today.  

        When we were coming up, we couldn’t even mention the word sex, not to mention talking about it. It was a forbidden subject, a “no no.” The response we got if we even attempted to speak on that topic reassured that we would never willingly tell anyone if we had been involved in such an incident, we would try our best to pretend it never happened. 

        Now the major problem with this, is the fact that if you were victimized and did not tell anyone, the perpetrator, as soon as he or she realized that you hadn’t told anyone, would then assume that he or she has gotten away with it and would quickly begin looking for new opportunities. 
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        Often the perpetrator would convince himself or herself that if their victim did not report the incident, that they probably enjoyed it and may want it to happen again.
        At this point, after not reporting the incident, the victim has made it that much more difficult to report it the next time it happened and the more times it happened, the more difficult it would be to even attempt to tell anyone. Therefore the victim has to go on attempting to conceal the psychological effects of this ongoing abuse.  

        As you can see we were doomed from the very start! Now our entire generation seems to be suffering as a result. 

        If it were found out that someone did commit such an act it was quickly hushed so that no one would know. It was considered an embarrassment and considering the small community we lived in, if word got out, it spread like wildfire. 

        Just imagine a country so small that if you were involved in an accident at the eastern end, by the time you reached the western end, everyone knew more information about the accident and those involved than you yourself. Simply unbelievable! 

        Imagine living in a country where the powers that be know so little about victims and victimization that in some categories they don’t even have the knowledge or experience to correctly determine who the victim is. 

        When I speak of this subject, I realize that it is a controversial subject as many individuals around the world are still making such determinations based on issues like age and sex. Just as there are those who still find it unbelievable that “a man can be raped by a woman”.  

        Now with all of the knowledge we have available to us today, 
one would have thought that most if not all parents would have been more willing to become personally involved in their children’s lives, both allowing them and encouraging them to speak freely about anything and everything that may be going on in their lives.

        However as it would seem, many of these such parents have much to lose by their children’s ability to speak freely on these such subjects.

        Now this problem is not alone the fault of these parents, because we as a community have created and continue to perpetuate the conditions that cause this problem.
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        We as a community need to give far more consideration to the welfare of our children and discontinue the practices that make our children targets for any type of abuse.

          I believe that just as a female does not require the use of tampons or pads until her first menstrual cycle, I believe that there are a lot of things that we advertise for children that we probably shouldn’t. For example, when reading any clothing catalog I realize that there are sections for woman’s clothing from shoes, socks, pantyhose, bras, underwear and everything she can buy to make herself look sexy and desirable to men. I myself appreciate this section.

         However a couple of pages further in the book, I reach the children’s sections and they start from teenage girls, to preteen girls and down to toddlers. Now I realize that the company is greatly interested in sales, but is it really necessary to both pick the young models with the most appealing looks and then display them as you do the women for the whole world to see them in the same way you have displayed the women? This may sound harmless to you, but believe me it is not harmless to the children who now have millions of people around the world looking at them in a different way then they did before. 

         Now these people may not ever meet these models in life, but you would be surprised the difficult position in which this puts all female children who choose to dress as those models.

         I personally do not believe that we should be taking our little preteens to the beach in a bikini bathing suit, or allowing them to go out wearing seductive mini skirts. Or perhaps allowing our little preteen girls to go out at night wearing clothing that makes them look years older and more mature then they really are. 

         In addition to these catalogs, some of the television commercials are equally effective and sometimes more damaging because in their modeling, sometimes it could be just the way they turned around, the way their hair looked when they turned, the way the lights complimented their curves, or they just brought back memories of someone in some moment of the past. Now these provocative visions have got many minds going in a different direction.
         Now suddenly it is like you just told all the heroin addicts where they can get their heroin with minimum risk.
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         Not to mention the type of people that usually take the job of photographing these young models. It should be quite evident how much they care about these young girls, or how many other girls will be exploited as a result of their work with these models. 

         I do realize that one of the more determining factors is the economical element. Starting off with what they consider to be a harmless way of making extra cash by using their children to help contribute to their economical needs. However, we really need to be more mindful of the long terms effects of making our financial needs more important then the welfare of our children.

         In this book, I intend to touch on many topics which I feel are very important in helping others to understand the individuals in questions and how and why they are the way they are.

         This book contains much sexually descriptive material that must not be misunderstood, but I believe is necessary to clearly show the extent of the psychological effects of child molestation and other abuse on some if not many of these such individuals.

          Individuals, who are victims of such abuse, and become psychologically affected by this abuse, are not the way they are by choice, but as you will see from the following story, they are sincerely suffering from a sickness brought on by no fault of theirs and should be treated as such.

          If a person contracted the AIDS Virus from a blood transfusion which was needed to save their life, they would be treated differently from a person who contracted it through intravenous drug use. This stands to reason.
         When deciding how to perceive these individuals, one has to consider all relevant facts involved in the case or cases, just as is the case when someone is HIV positive and subsequently passes it on by having unprotected sex with a partner. 

         How you would perceive the accused in this instance would mainly be determined by an investigation to establish if the HIV positive partner had prior knowledge of his or her condition or if they were both careless and failed to determine this before having unprotected sex.

         Likewise there are many different factors to be considered when dealing with the issue of child molestation. 
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         We have a bad habit of placing all those involved in sexual acts against or involving children in the same large category “ CHILD MOLESTERS “ However we must not confuse all of these as being the same. Not all child molesters are PEDOPHILES.  PEDOPHILIA is a separate condition within itself so we will get into that later in this book.  

         This story is based on true facts, however the names, dates and times have been changed to protect the identity of those involved.
