                 Discipline must demonstrate the correct amount of love, understanding, accountability and correction to maintain the necessary respect that the children and parents should have for each other. 

                 To reiterate my point, let me reflect on a poem written for a California newspaper by Dorothy Law Nolte, back in 1954.

        If children live with criticism, 

They learn to condemn.
        If children live with hostility, 

They learn to fight.

        If children live with ridicule, 

They learn to feel shy.
        If children live with shame, 

They learn to feel guilty.
        If children live with encouragement, 

They learn confidence.
        If children live with tolerance, 

They learn patience.
        If children live with praise, 

They learn appreciation.

        If children live with acceptance, 

They learn to love.

        If children live with approval, 

They learn to like themselves.

        If children live with honesty, 

They learn trustfulness.
        If children live with security, 

They learn to have faith in themselves
and in those about them.

        If children live with friendliness, 

They learn that the world is a nice place
In which to live.

                  IF YOU WISH TO CONTRIBUTE TO THE ONGOING PRODUCTION OF CHILD MOLESTERS, PEDIOPHILES AND OTHERS WHO WILL GROW UP SUFFERING FROM PERSONALITY DISORDERS LET ME GIVE YOU SOME TIPS:
Before you decide to have children,
1. Make sure that you are not in a stable relationship, so that the likelihood of your child or children being raised without both parents is high.  So that the children will grow up without all of the necessary influences for normal development.
2. While your child is a toddler and doesn’t know anything, be sure to expose him to all of the things you do: sex, drugs, profane language and anything else you might want to do. This will help permanently alter his psychological development.

3. Make sure that you are not financially secure so that your children will have many material needs that you can not meet. This will make them vulnerable to anyone who can give them the things you can not afford.
4. Make sure that you don’t have the education to acquire a good paying job so that you will have to work several jobs just to survive. This way you will never be home to care for your children and they can go where they want and do what they want. They can benefit from all of the negative influences.
5. Make sure that your children go to school looking as poor as they are so that the other kids at school can tease them. This will help lower their self-esteem and self worth.
6. Never tell your children how much you love them, but be sure to tell them what a burden they are to you. That way they can look elsewhere for the necessary love and affection.
7. Whenever your children ask if they can stay over a friend’s house, never ask who or where, never verify it with the friend’s parents or guardians. However do make sure that they know that you don’t care where they go and for how long they stay. This will allow the children to go wherever they want and do whatever they want, and for however long they want.
8. Never talk to your children about sex, but make sure that they know you are not interested in hearing anything they have to say about the topic. This will make it easy for someone else to teach and show them what they know about sex. Surely they can learn some interesting things.  
9. Be sure to spend all of your spare time thinking of all the things you can say and do to your children to make them feel worthless, including name calling and remarks criticizing any and everything they do. This will assure that they will never feel accepted by their peers, and will therefore seek acceptance from a less demanding group i.e.: children.

10. Most of all, whenever your children need your presence to any parent teachers meeting, or anything involving their education, do not attend or contribute. It may cause your children to think that you care and motivate them to do better in school and become productive members of society. 

HOWEVER, IF YOU WISH TO DISCONTINUE CONTRIBUTING TO THE ONGOING PRODUCTION OF CHILD MOLESTERS, PEDIOPHILES AND OTHERS WHO WILL GROW UP SUFFERING FROM PERSONALITY DISORDERS LET ME GIVE YOU SOME TIPS:
Before you decide to have children,
1. Make sure that you are in a stable relationship, so that your child or children will be raised with the influence of both parents.  So that the children will have the benefit of having all of the necessary influences for normal development.

2. While your child is a toddler and doesn’t know anything, be careful not to expose him to any of the things he or she is not old enough to understand: sex, drugs, profane language and anything else that might alter his normal development. This will permanently alter his psychological development.

3. Make sure that you are financially secure so that your children will have all of the things needed to demonstrate your love and concern for their welfare. This will cause them to rely on you for the things they need.
4. Try your best to acquire the education for a good paying job so that you will not have to work several jobs just to survive. This way you will be home to care for your children. So that they may be kept from many of the negative influences.
5. Make sure that your children go to school looking clean, neat and well groomed so that those who see them, will know that they are well cared for. This will help with their self-esteem and self worth. It will also discourage attempts of abuse, because well cared for children are not easy targets.
6. Always tell your children how much you love them. Never cause them to feel like they are a burden. Always remember: they didn’t ask to come here. This way they will not have to look elsewhere for the necessary love and affection.
7. Whenever your children ask if they can stay over a friend’s house, always ask who and where, always verify it with the friend’s parents or guardians. Make sure that your children know just how much you care about their welfare at all times. This will help govern your children’s actions even when they are not with you. 
8. Always allow your children to feel comfortable to discuss anything they may have on their minds. Never forget that they are relying on you for the knowledge and information that will help govern them for the remainder of their lives. Make sure that they know that you are interested in hearing anything they have to say about any topic. This will minimize the risk of anyone else teaching your children things they need not learn.  

9. Be sure to spend as much of your time thinking of all the things you can say and do to your children to make them feel how important they are to you, never use names or remarks criticizing anything they do. This will assure that they will always feel accepted by their peers, and will develop good social skills.
10. Most of all, whenever your children need your presence to any parent teachers meeting, or anything involving their education: be sure to make every effort to attend and contribute. It will demonstrate to your children how much you care. It will motivate them to do better in school and become productive members of society. 

                  The long and short of it is that if we as parents handle our responsibilities, then we do not give anyone else a chance to negatively influence the development of our children. Subsequently, our children will benefit from a normal, loving and healthy upbringing, making us the proud parents we should be.
