Kyo Yuzen and Kyo Komon 
(Silk dyeing methods) 

Kyo Yuzen is a traditional dyeing technique that originated in the 8th century. The Yuzen style of dyeing with hand-drawn patterns is said to have been created by fan-painter Yuzen Miyazaki. He introduced his style of painting into designs of dyeing during the latter half of the 17th century. Early in the Meiji period, the Yuzen style of stencil-dyeing was perfected by Jisuke Hirose. These two styles are generically called Kyo Yuzen today.
On the other hand, Kyo Komon is the generic name for the dyeing style with patterns of delicate and refined, small shapes. It has its origins in the "hakama," or the long pleated skirt worn over a kimono, which was worn by warriors in the middle of the 16th century.
