To produce the most professional rehearsal experience and show possible, The Un-Common Theatre Company expects the following from each member of the cast:

1.
To be on time for each and every rehearsal, crew calls, or shows for which you are scheduled. Repeated tardiness may result in a lesser role or dismissal from the show. 

2.
The earliest possible notification if you must miss a scheduled call or rehearsal. Only a maximum total of two (2) excused absences will be allowed. Please note, for the three weeks prior to the show no rehearsals may be missed. 

3.
Costumes will be provided but cast members may be required to purchase some items, such as shoes, tights etc. Costumes will be treated respectfully, hung and placed in the designated area after each performance.

4.
We ask that each cast member sell at least one ad for the show’s program. More information will follow. 

5.
It is essential that we have each cast member’s assistance in publicizing the show by giving out flyers and posters and encouraging the sale of tickets. 

6.
We expect appropriate behavior at all times. Most importantly – to be quiet and considerate of those on stage while you are not. Failure to be respectful will lead to being asked to leave the rehearsal. 

7.
The learning of all lines and music in a time frame determined by the Directors. 

8.
Care of all rented scripts. The must be returned to the stage manager prior to the end of the production with all markings erased. A $25 fine will be charged for lost or damaged books. 

9.
To pay your production fee by due date. If you accept a role, and then choose to drop out after the second rehearsal, your production fee will not be returned.
