World Wide Web (Basic Concepts)
· WWW is a concept of a system of retaining, interlinking, disseminating and accessing information spread over a global network of computers. It was implemented via internet.
· All the computers or other devices connected to the internet are identified by unique numbers called IP addresses. An IP address is a set of four or six numbers each in the range of 0 to 255 separated by dots. For example, 203.112.65.71
· Two types of ip addresses with respect to the actual number. i.e. static and dynamic. Static IP address is compulsory for servers. Whereas, clients may use dynamic IP addresses.
· IP addresses are difficult to remember or to keep a track of. Therefore, alphabetic addresses are used as a substitute. These are called URL (Uniform Resource Locator) e.g. www.cnn.com
· DNS (Domain Name Server) maintains a list of URLs and their corresponding IP addresses and performs the task of NAT network address translation.
· Domain registrar for international domains is internic.net whereas for pk it is pknic.net.pk
