Why Music Video

· To capture the teenagers' attention - easier for most people to absorb information from visual aids than text-based ones; music video is more interesting, especially for most young people
· Used to supplement NE, not completely substitute it
· New approach
· According to our survey results, the majority did not really believe in the use of such forms of entertainment to convey the message of racial harmony, but they prefer NE sessions more - therefore, since we had already planed to use music video before we carried out the survey, we have finally decided to combine both entertainment and NE; we still follow what the majority wants, but still go on with our original plan
The Video Sequence

· Sequencing between images and interviews

· The music plays in the background - not so loud 

· Whenever interviews are shown, the music fades 

· Show images of Singapore - to represent Singapore (eg. Merlion, Esplanade, the CBD area)

· Show images of places that represent each race - to show that Singapore is a multi-racial country (eg. Little India, Chinatown, Geylang)

· Show images of places where people of different races get together and people walking together- to show that we are promoting togetherness in Singapore (eg. Void decks, hawker centre/food court, schools, roads)

· Show images of people of different races being together and look happy - to show that with racial harmony, Singapore becomes a happy and pleasant place to live in and this must be maintained, even improved (eg. Laughing, eating, playing games together)

· Interviews - we interviewed 5 people, around 15-21 years old, Singaporeans; asked 3 questions regarding racial harmony (past, present, future), mainly their own opinion.

· In the end, display message to promote racial harmony (ie. Lessons learnt)
