Do you promise, before God and these witnesses, that you will love, honor, and cherish him; and that forsaking all others for him alone, you will faithfully perform to him all the duties, which a wife owes to a husband, so long as you both shall live?  (“I Do”)

Do you Groom and Bride both mutually promise, before God and these witnesses that you will conduct yourselves towards one another in a manner that is becoming of a husband and wife.  (“I Do”)

And that you will faithfully commit yourselves to one another and love one another until separated by death? (“I Do”)

(RINGS)

These rings are the outward and visible sign of the inward and spiritual bond, which unites Groom and Bride in endless love.  The circle, the emblem of eternity, and the precious metal, the type of what is least tarnished, will be a lasting symbol of the faith and fidelity that is mutually pledged by Groom and Bride
