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SO HOW MUCH DOES IT COST ?
PRESIDENT-in the next presidential election the Republicans will spend about 200 million dollars and the Democrats will spend about 150 million dollars.

GOVERNOR-whoever runs for governor next time will have to spend about 12 million dollars on their campaign.

U.S. SENATORS-will spend about 20 million dollars to get elected to the U.S. Senate.  After they are elected Senators must spend about three eighths of their time raising money for their next election six years away.

U.S. CONGRESSMEN-spend about 10 million dollars to get elected every two years.  They also must spend almost half of their time raising money for their next campaign.

SO WHERE DOES ALL THAT MONEY COME FROM ?

1.  Private, individual donations bring in about a third of 

     what is needed.

2.  Interest groups-sometimes referred to as Political Action

     Committees(PACs) like the National Rifle Association

     (NRA) give money to campaigns if they believe a candidate

     will further their beliefs after elected.

3.  Corporate donors-give heavily to Republican campaigns 

     because they view Republican candidates as pro-business.

SO WHY DO PEOPLE GIVE TO A CAMPAIGN?

To influence who wins.  They think a candidate will lead the country in the right direction in promoting the general welfare.
