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Today’s Lesson Title: SO WHAT ARE YOU?  A DEMOCRAT OR A REPUBLICAN-you know what your parents are but what are you?  Today, we will focus on several issues and what each party believes about those issues. Hopefully, you’ll have a better understanding of what you believe will best “promote the general welfare” of “We the people.”

TAXES

Republicans-want to cut them-especially for the upper class and wealthy.  They believe if they allow the rich to keep more of their money that they will invest their tax savings in projects that will generate jobs for Americans.

Democrats-don’t particularly want to cut taxes because they believe well funded government can help “promote the general welfare” but if they do cut taxes they want to give the cuts to middle and lower class tax payers and continue to tax upper income groups at a higher rate.

BUSINESS

Republicans-usually side with business interests over the consumer.  They believe businesses create jobs and prosperity tends to “trickle down” to workers when businesses thrive.

Democrats-tend to side with consumers over businesses.  They believe businesses need to be regulated by government because if they are allowed to function freely they tend to exploit consumers.

WELFARE

Republicans-are against most welfare programs for individuals but tend to support corporate welfare(tax breaks) because they believe if they support businesses those businesses will provide jobs for workers.
