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Today’s Lesson Title:  FOREIGN POLICY-part II-what happens in situations where other countries have very different ideas from ours about human rights and freedom?  How do we deal with countries who are led by leaders who are hostile to democracy?  In today’s lesson we will look at different kinds of governments that “we the people” must deal with.

DICTATORSHIPS-one man rule.  Iraq had one until recently.  Cuba has been controlled by Fidel Castro for the last 45 years.  Our leaders have also found it difficult to deal with dictators.  Sometimes we use our military to eliminate them.  Sometimes we try to use an embargo(we stop buying their exports)to cripple their hold on power.  A weaker form of embargo is called trade sanctions-we trade with them only if they move closer to our ideas about certain human rights issues.

UNITARY GOVEERNMENTS-
are ruled by a one house legislative branch-such as parliament in England. The leader of the majority party becomes the Prime Minister(head of state).  If the Unitary government shares our values we usually get along ok.
DEMOCRATIC-SOCIALISTS-are governments where the citizens are allowed to vote but much of the means of production is either controlled by or owned by the government.  Germany has a Democratic-Socialist led government.  We are able to deal with them because they share our values.

COMMUNISTS-China, North Korea, and North Vietnam.

In these countries the government owns everything-the factories, the farm land and all  housing.  Communist countries see capitalist countries like us as enemies which make it hard to trade with them.
