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didn’t think the new constitution did enough to protect freedom of religion and freedom of speech.  He suggested a Bill of Rights be added to protect individual liberties.

ONE LAST COMPROMISE-the Federalists agreed to add a Bill of Rights that would spell out specific freedoms to be enjoyed by Americans.  More states agreed to ratify.

FINALLY!-in June, 1788, New Hampshire became the 9th state to ratify making the new constitution the law of the land.  But still New York and Virginia held out.  Although the new constitution was now legal everyone knew without these two large states(40 percent of Americans lived in the two states) the

New government would not last.  The Federalists reminded them if they could not make the new government work in all likelihood France or England would reconquer the North American continent.  Finally,  in the Spring of 1790 New York and Virginia ratified the new constitution.
