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Today’s Lesson Title:  WHAT IS THE PURPOSE AND GOAL OF GOVERNMENT?-no better answer to that question has been written than this:

“We the people of the United States, in order to form a more 

perfect union, establish justice, insure domestic tranquility, provide for the common defense, promote the general welfare, and secure the blessings of liberty to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and establish this constitution for the United States of America.”  According to this “preamble” (which you must have memorized by this Freaky Friday) good government has six purposes.  We will spend this week studying these six purposes or goals.

WE THE PEOPLE-yes, we are all in this together, black, white, red, or yellow-we will either learn enough about each other to get along or we’ll end up killing each other.  Which outcome do you want for your children and grandchildren?  If

you want your children and grandchildren to live in peace you better start working on the issues that are keeping us from truly being “we the people.” 

When these words were first written in 1787 who did the founding fathers mean by “we the people?”  They meant white males over 21 years of age who owned at least 10,000 dollars worth of personal property-in other words they meant 4 percent(4 out of every one hundred humans living in North America).  Today, “we the people” means all males and females, whatever race, over 18 years of age that are U.S. citizens.  So how did we get from there to here?

AND JUSTICE FOR ALL-those four words have made us re-examine what we believe about fairness time and time again.
