“TO OURSELVES AND OUR POSTERITY”-posterity means our children, grandchildren, great grandchildren and all our family that comes after us.  Is our constitution worth defending against all enemies “foreign and domestic” so that we might pass it on to our posterity?  Each generation of Americans has had to answer that question.  Fortunately, for you and me, each generation for the last two hundred years has answered yes.  When it comes time what will you answer ?

ORDAIN AND ESTABLISH-are normally religious terms.  They mean “to set aside for a special purpose.”  Our Founding Fathers were handing down a message to us-the constitution was their gift to their posterity and its special purpose was to insure we would be free to pursue happiness.
