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      got away with it because the 5th amendment says you can’t

      be tried twice for the same crime.

4.   “Pleading the 5th” refers to the 5th amendment provision 

      which says you have the right to remain silent if what you 

      say could be used to convict you.  “Miranda”-the statement

      police read to suspects when they arrest them is based on 

      the fifth amendment.  It was added to the constitution to

      guard against police torturing or trying to intimidate 

      suspects into false confession.  Even so lawyers are    

      cautious about advising their clients to plead the fifth 

      because it tends to make a suspect look guilty or at the least 

      trying to hide something.

5.   Due process-a person can not be held without being 

      charged for a crime.  They must be advised that they have

      a right to an attorney(again Miranda). 

6.   Can private property be seized for public  use?  Yes, but the 

      courts have ruled the owner must be paid “fair market 
      value” and the government must carefully document how

      they determined the fair market value of the property.  In 

      2006 the court ruled property can be seized for private 

      business development.
