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2.  The right to an impartial jury-what does that mean?-If the 

     accused is a young black man should that be a jury of

     middle aged “whites?”  If there has been too much negative 

     publicity in the local media should the trial be moved to a 

     location farther away(a change of venue)?

3.  Informed of the nature of the charge-the police must tell 

     you what you are charged with.  If it comes out later they 

     didn’t tell you the case might be thrown out by a judge.

4.  You have a right to see the witnesses testifying against you.

     Later, the government may put them in the witness 

     protection program(they and their family get resettled in an

     undisclosed location at government expense)but you do 

     have a right to see who is accusing you and they must look

     at you(the theory being they are less likely to lie).

5.  Obtaining witnesses in your favor-the police are legally 

     bound to locate and round up any witnesses that will help 

     your case-even if they have to take the witness by force and

     lock them up until your trial.

6.  Counsel for the defense-you have a right to an attorney.  If

     you can’t afford one the court will appoint one and pay for

     their services(no they can’t charge what they want-the 

     government has a fee schedule-yes the lawyer has to do it    

     even if he or she doesn’t want to).  The 4th , 5th, 6th, and

     8th  amendments are the basis for the Miranda statement.
