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“and justice for all.”  Also, it paved the way for establishing the tradition of “judicial review” confirmed in the court case Marbury vs. Madison-that established the right of the Supreme Court to review all lower court decisions to see if they are constitutional.

THE 12TH AMENDMENT

Before 1803, in Presidential elections whichever candidate got the most votes became President.  The candidate getting the second largest number of votes became vice-president(even if they didn’t belong to the same party).  After the bitter election of 1800, when the Democratic-Republican candidate Thomas Jefferson became President and Aaron Burr, the Federalist candidate became Vice-President, Congress proposed the 12th Amendment requiring the President and Vice-President run together and belong to the same party.  This stopped the two from fighting and insured that if the President died or resigned his party would retain control of the executive branch(which supposedly represented the will of the electorate who put them in office).
