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THE 23RD AMENDMENT(1961)

Gave the vote to the American residents of Washington, D.C..

No provision had been made in the Constitution for them to vote-they didn’t live in a state exactly.  They also received 3 electoral votes in presidential elections.

THE 24TH AMENDMENT(1964)

“The Voters Rights Act”-outlawed the poll tax charged in southern states to keep poor southern blacks from being able to vote.  

THE 25TH AMENDMENT(1967)

If a vice-president dies or resigns the president may recommend a replacement but both the Senate and House of Representatives must approve the nominee.  If the President dies or resigns the Vice-president becomes president and is called the President.  Also, if a President becomes unable to fulfill his or her duties as President the Vice-president becomes acting president(whenever a President undergoes surgery they have to sign a release form putting the Vice-president in charge while they are asleep in surgery).

THE 26TH AMENDMENT(1971)

Lowered the voting age from 21 to 18.  The thought was if you were old enough to die for your country(get drafted) you were old enough to have a say in who drafted you.

THE 27TH AMENDMENT(1992)

Allows Congress to vote itself a pay raise but the pay raise will not take effect until after the next election.  In other words after they vote themselves a raise they have to survive the next election  to be able to enjoy the raise.  The idea is it will slow them down in voting themselves raises.
