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lation that is good for his home district or even his whole state, but the legislation might not be good for the whole country.  So the very hot tea must be poured out of the House of Representatives into the saucer of the Senate to cool down a bit.  The Senate is expected to be a little more deliberative-slower to act.  In fact each Senator is allowed as much time as he wants to address the Senate-unlike in the House of Representatives where there are strict time limits on speeches.  Hopefully, after pending legislation has had a little time to “cool down” in the Senate a better law that’s good for the whole country can be crafted.

Note:  Some have likened the Senate to the most exclusive club in the United States-or even like “one hundred kings.”
