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STAGE FIVE-Native Americans were given U.S. Citizenship in 1922 and along with citizenship the right to vote.

STAGE SIX-the Voter’s Rights Act of 1965 was passed making it against the law to charge a poll tax or administer a reading test to voters.  This allowed blacks in the south to finally be able to vote.

STAGE SIX-the 26th amendment was added to the Constitution in 1972 giving the vote to 18 year olds.

OTHER QUALIFICATIONS

1. You must be a U.S. Citizen.

2. You must live in a state for 30 days or more before you can vote in that state.

3. You must register with your local precinct ahead of time.

(in Oklahoma you can now register at your local tag agency)

WHAT PERCENTAGE OF QUALIFIED VOTERS ACTUALLY SHOW UP TO VOTE ?

50 percent in Presidential elections.

48 percent in  Congressional or Senate elections

25 percent in city elections

35 percent in state elections
