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         mostly voted Democratic(they elected Clinton twice) and 

         southern men have mostly voted Republican.

7. Family-in the end, 95 percent of voters are influenced in 

How they vote by their family.  They either vote like their 

family or deliberately vote the opposite of their family but their family influences how they vote.

VOTER PSYCHOLOGY

Another area of interest to political consultants is the voter’s mental processes.  This has less to do with information influencing a voter and more to do with their emotional state of mind:

1.  Party identification-some voters like belonging to groups.  

     Usually they will vote a “strait-party” ticket-if they are a 

     Democrat they will vote only for Democratic candidates.

2.  Split ticket voting-until recently most Oklahomans voted

     Democratic.  Now they tend to vote Democratic in local 

     elections and Republican in national elections.  This is 

     called “split ticket voting.”

3.  Independents-have given up on both parties.  Most voters

     under 30 identify themselves as Independents.

4.  Issues-a few voters actually vote for candidates based on 

     the issues for which a candidate stands.  These voters tend 

     to be better informed and vote with their brains and less 

     with their emotions.
