HOW ARE FEDERAL JUDGES SELECTED?

The President nominates them(usually lawyers who are active members of the President’s political party).  The Senate must confirm or reject them.  A problem arises when one party controls the White house and the other party controls the Senate.  The Senate wont confirm the President’s nominees.  Right now about 100 of the Federal judge positions have not been filled because the Senate wont confirm the President’s choices.  This overloads the existing judge’s dockets and a lot of cases aren’t getting heard that need to be heard.

HOW LONG DOES A FEDERAL JUDGE SERVE?

For life or unless he retires or is impeached.  But it isn’t likely he’ll be impeached.  Of the 1000s of Federal judges who have served over the last two hundred and fourteen years only 13 have been impeached and only 7 of those have been convicted and put out of office.
