Justice John Marshall.  Marshall saw the role of the court different from his predecessors-he saw the court in the role of interpreting the constitution.  In 1803, in Marbury Vs. Madison Marshall established the concept of Judicial Review-the right of the Supreme Court to review all lower court decisions(municipal, county, state, or Federal)to see if they were in agreement with the constitution and protected citizen’s rights.  From that point on the Supreme Court has played an active role in determining the law by which all of us who are American live.
