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Today’s Lesson:  TWELVE SUPREME COURT DECISIONS THAT RADICALLY CHANGED U.S. HISTORY-part one-over the last 230 years the Supreme Court has made 12 decisions that have changed U.S. History.  Today’s lesson will look at the first six.

Marbury v. Madison(1803)-the court re-affirmed its constitutional  right to judicial review-the right of the Supreme Court to review all lower court decisions(Federal, State, County, and Municipal)to see if the decisions were constitutional.

McCullough v. Maryland(1819)upheld the right of Congress to establish a National Bank that had enough power to influence interest rates for loans.

Gibbon v. Ogden(1824)-re-affirmed Congresses right as expressly state in Article 1 Section3-to regulate trade between the states by prohibiting them levying tariffs on one another’s manufactures.  
Dred Scott v. Sanford(1857)-said states could not outlaw slavery within their borders because slavery was legal under the U.S. Constitution.

Plessy v. Ferguson(1896)-said you can separate U.S. citizens by race(segregation)if you provided them equal access to goods, services, and civil rights protections in keeping with the 14th amendment.

Brown v. Board of Education Topeka(1954)-outlawed segregation in all accommodation(including public schools)-the court said it must be done with all due haste.
