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Today’s Lesson Title:  TWELVE SUPREME COURT DECISIONS THAT RADICALLY CHANGED U.S. HISTORY-part 2-over the last 230 years the Supreme Court has handed down twelve decisions that have radically changed U.S. History.  Yesterday we studied the first six.  Today we will study the second six.  Note:  The Warren Court(1953-1969) turned out to be the most judicially active court in the history of the Supreme Court).

Gideon v. Wainwright(1963)-re-affirmed the due process right as guaranteed under the 6th amendment to a court appointed attorney to a defendant facing a criminal charge if they can not afford one.(in 1966 became a part of the Miranda statement).

New York Times v.Sullivan(1964)-re-affirmed freedom of the press by limiting the ability of people to sue the media for any unintentional mistake(absence of malice)in the accuracy of a news report.
Miranda v. Arizona(1966)-re-affirmed the 5th amendment right of a  defendant to remain silent.  Later that year it became one of two cases that became the basis for the Miranda Statement.

Roe v. Wade(1973)-prohibited states from making laws limiting women’s access to reproductive services(abortion).  Made abortion legal in all 50 states.

Regents of the University of California v. Bakke(1978)-established you could not keep a more qualified white out of a law school in order to make room for a less qualified minority.  The minority applicant must be at least equally qualified to the white.
Gratz v. Bollinger & Gruter v. Bollinger(2003)-re-affirmed the Bakke decision of 1978.  A Dean could consider race in determining who gets into a law school only if the minority is at least equally qualified to the white applicant.  The decision can only used to help African Americans, Native Americans, and Hispanic Americans(Asians were excluded).
