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1.  THE EXECUTIVE BRANCH-is run by the governor. 

     Some states allow the governor a two year term. Other states 

     (like Oklahoma) elect the governor for four years.  He is 

     responsible for the management of all state agencies-the tag

     and drivers licensing agencies, the Oklahoma Bureau of 

     Investigation(OSBI), the Oklahoma Highway Patrol, etc.

     He also is the main leader for his party’s agenda-whatever 

     legislation they want to put before the state Senate and 

     State Legislature.

2.  THE JUDICIAL BRANCH- is run by the State Attorney 

     General and the State Supreme Court.  The Attorney 

     General decides if law suits need to be filed on behalf of

     citizens or whether to prosecute criminal cases having to 

     do with state interests.   The State Supreme Court reviews

     all lower state court decisions(county courts).

3.  THE LEGISLATIVE BRANCH-Oklahoma has a 

     bicameral legislative branch-we have a State Senate and a 

     State House of Representatives.  The legislative branch 

     introduces potential state laws.  The Oklahoma legislative 

     session generally runs from January until early June.  They 

     are paid about 36,000.00 a year for their six months of

     work.
