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has offices in the courthouse near the court rooms.  The county judge schedules trials-both criminal and civil cases.  The County Attorney(also elected) prosecutes county cases.  Usually the County Attorney has several assistant county attorneys(appointed by the County Attorney).  They prosecute all felony cases that come up in the county but do not deal with municipal court cases(cases where someone broke a city or town law-stray animals, parking tickets, speeding tickets inside the city limits).  Also, each county has a County Coroner to investigate cause of death and sign the death certificate.
