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things that look good on paper from applications from students who really care.  So what are they looking for?  Students who have demonstrated a consistent, long term tendency to leave their “comfort zone” to make a difference.  They are looking for applicants that “put it on the line” even if  no one else will help them.  In short, the best colleges are looking for the best citizens to invest their money and time in.

SO WHAT CAN SOMEBODY MY AGE DO?

1.  Work in a homeless shelter.

2.  “Adopt” a couple of residents at the local nursing home.  

     Be sure someone is there for them on the “really big days.”

3.  Get up early on Saturday morning and clean up the parks 

     and playgrounds in your community.

4.  Teach someone to read better-there’s all kinds of literacy 

     programs in the Tulsa Area.

5.  Be a mentor for an elementary age child(go there after 

     school and help them with their homework).

6.  Fix anything that needs fixing in your neighborhood(replace

     street signs or keep after whomever supposed to do it).

7.  Help people who need food or money—and do it without 

     robbing them of their dignity(do it as quietly as you can 

     without drawing attention to yourself or what you’ve done).

8.  Find a candidate for public office that you believe in.  Get

     involved in their campaign.
