Q. 1) What is a database?

DATABASE: -


“A database is a grouping of related information organized for easy processing and retrieval.”


A database is a collection of information that's related to a particular subject or purpose, such as tracking customer orders or maintaining a book collection. 

Using Microsoft Access, user can manage all information from a single database file. Within the file, divide his data into separate storage containers called tables; view, add, and update table data by using online forms; find and retrieve just the data he wants by using queries; and analyse or print data in a specific layout by using reports. Allow users to view, update, or analyse the database's data from the Internet or an intranet by creating data access pages.

Database Management System (DBMS):-


Database Management System is a mechanism for manipulating data with high level command. It hides low level details such as how data is obtained. 


Database Management system also has ability to search record by queries and to create reports and view data.

Q. 2) Write a note on Relational Data Base Management System.

Relational Data Base Management System:-


“A database management system in which records of different database tables are related with each other is called a relational database management system.”


Database tables are often related for example a payroll table contains the number of hours worked by each employee in each project. Employees and projects have unique ID numbers. A second table contains each project budget

Table:-

“A table is a collection of data about a specific topic, such as products or suppliers.”


Tables are composed fields and records. Fields are categories of information and records are individual row of information.
