¢ Economy Stimulus Package
Non-Japanese residents are entitled to claim the
national government’s “cash benefit” handouts of
¥12,000 per adult, provided they had registered their
residence before February 1% and are not on short
term visas. Local municipal governments are
responsible for distributing the funds. Contact your
local city hall or branch office for assistance.
¢ Okayama Villa Group Disbanded
Okayama International Villa Group will be disbanded
from April, following the withdrawal of prefectural
funding. Some of the villas will continue to be
operated independently.

+ Pay as you throw: teething problems
Okayama City began charging for garbage collection
from February 1% and the change-over has been
mostly smooth.  Authorities reported that some
people, particularly in the central business district, are
still not using the authorized yellow garbage bags
which can be purchased at supermarkets.

¢ Prefecture Halves ALT Numbers

The Okayama Prefectural Board Of Education
announced its budget for the new school and revealed
that it would only be employing 14 ALTs (Assistant
Language Teachers) for its 56 senior high schools and
11 special schools. There were 28 JET program
participants on the prefectural payroll in 2008.

+ Board of Education Pushes for Openness

The national scholastic tests in 2008 showed that
Okayama was below the national average in all
subjects. On March 5", Okayama Prefecture officially
requested the individual schools to publish their
scores. Many schools don't wish to release these
figures, fearing such statistics will promote
inter-school and inter-district rivalry.

¢ Airport Parking Fees

Governor Ishii told the prefectural assembly on March
5" that management was considering charging for car
parking at Okayama Airport. The proposal to charge
for the closest parking (distant areas remaining free)
could come in to effect as early as 2010.
