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In England the signing of the Magna Carta limits royal power and the middle class grows stronger.  In France, royal power strengthens, but the middle class will gain representation in the Estates General.  The Babylonian captivity and the Great Schism weaken the authority of the church as mean like John Wycliffe and John Huss begin to call for changes in the Church.  The Black Death will kill millions and the manor economy will begin to weaken.  The Hundred Years War will further reduce feudal power and introduce new weapons that make knights and castles obsolete.  The new monarchs begin to find new sources of revenue and hire professional soldiers and rely more on the middle class.  The Tudor dynasty comes to power in England while the French kings continue to gain more strength.  In Spain, the Reconquista links Spanish nationalism with the crusading spirit and ends toleration for Jews and Muslims in the country.  The Kievan dynasty ends in Russia as the new leaders will base their rule our to Moscow and drive the Mongols out of the country.
