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Latins, Greeks, and Etruscans influenced roman culture.  In 509 B.C., Rome switched from being an aristocracy to being a republic.  Roman society was divided into two classes patricians and plebeians.  As the plebeians won more and more power, Rome gradually achieved a government that blended elements of a monarchy, aristocracy, and a democracy.  By 265 B.C., Rome began to expand around the Mediterranean.  As Rome began fighting a series of wars with Carthage called the Punic wars and slavery began to spread Rome also changed.  The political climate in Rome became increasingly violent and by 44 B.C., the Roman leader Julius Caesar was assassinated changing the rest of Roman history.
