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When the Roman Empire moved to Byzantium, the Byzantine emperors claimed political and religious authority.  Justinian was the most outstanding Byzantine emperor who tried to reclaim the glories of Rome’s past.  After his deal the empire again was threatened with revolts, religious quarrels and invasions.  The Roman and Byzantine churches will eventually split into two branches.  In the Late 500’s Muhammad introduced the faith of Islam.  After his death this religion was spread across to Spain and across to the Indus River valley.  By 800 both the Byzantine and Islamic empires faced dangers.  The Byzantine Empire was under attack from the Slavs and the Muslims.  Religious divisions weakened the Islamic empire.  By 1453 Constantinople was overtaken by the Ottoman Turks.
