· 4 Dividers (Openers, Handouts, Labs, Quizzes & Tests)
· A Single-subject Spiral Bound Notebook (for SCIENCE NOTES ONLY)
· Access to the INTERNET!  You are responsible for accessing the online textbook and website outside of school.  Plan ahead if you need to use a neighbor’s, friends’, or the library’s computer!

ASSIGNMENTS

· It is your responsibility to do ALL MISSED WORK and QUIZZES/TESTS!!
· Step ONE ( Check the ASSIGNMENT LOG on the website!!  

· Step TWO ( Pick up copies of work in class OR download copies from the website.  

· Step THREE ( Check the Makeup Work Bulletin Board for a reminder slip to makeup quizzes/tests. 

· Step FOUR ( TURN IN WORK ON TIME AND SCHEDULE YOUR MAKEUP QUIZ/TEST!!!

· MAKEUP QUIZZES/TESTS ARE SCHEDULED ON FRIDAYS (exceptions made upon request)!
· No credit will be awarded for late work or incomplete work.

PARTICIPATION POINTS

· Each student begins the year with 15 participation points.  I will deduct points for breaking lab safety rules, lack of participation in class, negative attitudes, unexcused tardies/absences, and failing to follow instructions in class.  You will be notified when points are deducted.  Be sure to hold onto your points! 

ATTENDANCE

· YOU WILL LOSE participation points for unexcused tardies and unexcused absences.

GRADING EXPECTATIONS

· You can expect a quiz at the end of each mini-unit.  This occurs at least once weekly.  

· Labs are completed multiple times each week.  Each Friday, I will randomly collect one lab to grade.

· Homework will be graded randomly also.  

· Extra Credit is available on the website.  The last day for extra credit is the final day of each quarter.

CHEATING AND PLAGIARIZING

· Any student caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero on the assignment with no exceptions.  Parents will be notified of the incident.  By definition, cheating/plagiarizing includes identical wording on ANY WORK.  Working together is allowed, but submitted work MUST BE DIFFERENT (except for lab DATA)!

LABORATORY SAFETY

· You will NOT be allowed to participate in labs until you have turned in a SIGNED copy of the rules and lab safety contract.

Laboratory Safety 

Activities in science courses require that students cooperate and exercise caution.  It is necessary, therefore, to establish an attitude of SAFETY FIRST during all class activities.  This attitude will lead to the development of trust and cooperation among all that participate in the course.  Therefore, the following guidelines will be established:

1. FOLLOW all directions carefully, both oral and written.  

2. NO unauthorized experiments.

3. NO horseplay, practical jokes, disruptive actions, misuse of equipment/materials, or safety violations.

4. DO NOT consume food or drinks in the classroom.

5. NEVER consume anything from laboratory glassware.

6. DO tie back long hair and loose clothing.  Contacts are permitted but discouraged during experiments.

7. SAFETY GOGGLES AND LAB APRONS must be worn during all experiments.

8. KNOW the locations of all safety equipment (fire extinguisher, eyewash station, fume hood, etc).

9. CAREFULLY and SAFELY use equipment and supplies.

10. IMMEDIATELY REPORT to Mrs. Wolfe any safety violations or breakage of equipment.  Students are financially responsible for all damaged equipment.  Dispose of broken glassware in the proper place.

11. ALWAYS stay by a lit Bunsen burner.  NEVER leave it unattended.  

12. DO NOT point the open end of a test tube at yourself or anyone else.

13. DO NOT sit on the countertops.

14. CLEAN your work area after finishing each experiment.  You are awarded points for neatness.

15. STAY with your assigned group unless otherwise instructed.

Please understand that failure to follow these guidelines may result in:


a).  Removal from the activity with zero credit (first or minor infractions)


b).  Removal from the course with a grade of F (repeated or major infractions)
