The Accused meets Roger Scowen and Dudley Long and reflect on chess club affairs in l964-5 in which Roger was on opposites to disagreements which led to the Accused’s club splitting off from the Leicestershire Chess Club to form Highcross.

Chess tournament at Owen’s Park, Phil Lucas, Susan Lucas and Peter Killick.

Phil Lucas plays Bridge and derides Mensa.

Mick Stokes leaves Leicester to work as an insurance company manager in Harrogate.  This leads to resentments against Heathcliffe in the Leicestershire Chess Association and against the Accused in his club becoming less submerged.   Mick Cowley and Mick Broadhurst lead the anti-Heathcliffe movement.  Cyril Johnson feels that the league fixtures favour the Leicester club, this leads to Heathcliffe criticising league secretary Dave Thompson.  Pat Hogan joins battle and eventually Heathcliffe is expelled from the Leicestershire Chess Association via the clause in the constitution he had intended with the Accused in mind - and, at the end, only the Accused speaks kindly of Heathcliffe.

The Accused’s duties organising a chess club.  Adjudications: Alan Jex, Loughborough.  Andy Morley’s skill with the clock. The Atomic Grading System.  The Foxhunter’s chess club second team become disenchanted with the first team, Phil Lucas and the feel that the Accused runs an elitist dictatorship. Mick Broadhurst eventually resolves the dissatisfaction by organising a meeting which proves the club is democratic by replacing the Accused as Secretary by Dave Varman, a member of  the second team.  A lesson is learnt.

Vol 3:02C05OPN.PIA
The Accused commences in l977 his Open University studies for which he is to be awarded a First Class Honours Degree in December l981.  In l977 he takes two Foundation Course - Mathematics and Technology, in l978 Second Level courses in Linear Mathematics, Analysis and Mechanics and l979 Second Level courses in Statistics and Computing and Third Level Courses in Electromagnetism and Partial Differential Equations.  In l979 he meets Miss Rowena at the Linear Mathematics summer school.  Dr Einstein has declared her father, and, in concert with Accused-mum, the Accused’s father, to be suffering from Parkinson’s Disease, but this meets with scepticism.  The l979 computing exam coincides with Nottingham Council’s invasion of  his house.

The Accused broke a tooth on a nail in a pork pie bought while cycling from Leicester to London in l965.  Attempted treatment at the London Hospital resulted in a large cavity and the ‘temporary filling’ immediately falling out.  This had remained static, but cups of  tea with sugar while studying Open University courses erode the tooth and precipitate troublesome toothache.  The Accused finds himself unable to secure materials with which to repair the tooth and dentists will not conduct a procedure he suggests of  taking out the tooth, repairing it putting it in again.  The Accused meets Ferdinand Delesseps while exploring Leicester and a dentist who resembles M. Delesseps pulls out the tooth. The absence of the tooth however causes progressive deterioration of the Accused’s other teeth.  He cannot afford dentists.

The Accused’s ankle is broken in collision with a motor bike when he returns to Nottingham late on night after a chess match.  He deals with this himself to avoid maltreatment by doctors but goes to the Casualty Department, to allay Boris Petroff’s anxieties, intending to ask for a roll of  strapping.  He is without his consent given a ‘weight bearing plaster’. This proves impracticable.  He returns to the hospital for it to be replaced by plaster..the registrar, Mr Walker, approves of  this but the Accused’s insubordination angers the staff who injure his leg with the saw and refuse to return his crutches.  The injury is aggravated through his having to hobble uphill back home and there is  suspicion that lasting complications have resulted.  The beauteous Clarke Kent loses a chess game.

The inspector’s criterion..the cost of improvement v the cost of  replacement, but the council criterion is really - which is the highest?

The ‘market price’ of ll Harley Street

Exclusion clauses and Henry VIII clauses: the alleged Bullying Liar’s views and Professor Wade’s views.  Appeal to High Court must be within two weeks’ of  approval.

A short history of  the Graf v Nottingham Court Cases.

The difference between Nottingham Council’s procedure affecting tenants and that affecting owner-occupiers in Clearance Areas.

A Notice to Treat and a Notice of  Entry arrive, but also a letter telling owner-occupiers that there is no Notice to Treat and that they should remain until compensation is negotiated and paid. Houses similar to 9 Harley Street offered in exchange.  The accused reads through the l965 Compulsory Purchase Act, takes photocopies, Mr Hammond, Chief Council Executive, tells the Accused to ignore Notice of  Entry, which appears to have been sent by mistake.

Mr Pearce, the negotiator allocated to the Accused, confirms that the council is offering similar houses to 9 Harley Street in exchange.  He will contact the Accused again in November to arrange compensation.

Mrs Wilhemena Chrysalis pays a visit.

Queen Elizabeth ll pays a visit to open her hospital.  Professor Hull given a knighthood.

Roland Gower’s caff.  The Accused shocks MrsGower. The brief employment of  the lady with alluring breasts.

The Accused’s open university studies - in Roland’s caff, in Lenton Park, in Lenton Churchyard, in Ron’s caff.. brief return of  Miss World, who has married a policeman, from Derby.  Sad farewell to Robin Wren.  Briarwood.  Accused-mum’s activities.  Goodbye to La Chic and Goodbye to La Chic.  Maureen Cleaver robs La Chic’s safe.  Leicester’s Society Club and Robert.  

Champion of  Caribbean Youth.  Vice-Chairman of  the Highfields Community Association.  A West Indian intimidates little Indians.  The attractions and disuasions of  Highfields Community Centre to Chess Players.

The increasing difficulties of Leicester city chess clubs find in financing themselves and the growth of sponsorship through adopting the name of  other organisations.  Problems this precipitated and the struggle to keep the Grasshoppers Club alive and independent.  The resulting dispute between Grasshoppers and the Leicester City Transport chess club. Sue Waddington, the Inner Areas Scheme and the Accused’s proposed Chess Centre and Science Academy projects.  The Accused stands as President of the Leicestershire Chess Association, Dave Varman becomes adjudications secretary and the Accused joins the League Management Committee.

Tes has a dispute with Melton in the Chapman Cup.

William Wyshinsky, Kinky Chinky and goodbye to Lucy (who marries Tony).

Vol 10: 03110CRS.PIA
The Hart Street Residents’ Association, an exhibition, the Accused provokes Godfrey Chrysalis.  Chrysalis Textiles.

Mysterious events.  The council offer a rented council house - do they really and, if so, why?

Council burglaries and the harrassment of  residents.  Burglary of the Accused’s house and the discovery of  a postcard from a Bailiff.  Confirmation from council officials and by the Under-Sheriff, Sir Anthony Wharton, that the council had no immediate intention of  acquiring 9 Harley Street.  There was however a ‘warrant’ for seven which Bailiffs were instructed to secure.  Over this the Accused sents the council a letter of protest. The Accused looks at the council house 51 Elford Rise from outside and meets the Nasty Auld Man in his lair. “We can do anything we like!”, yells the Nasty Auld Man, “You will see what we can do!”  It turns out that the Nasty has mistakenly awarded a demolition contract. Mr Pearce is summoned to perform a survey.  Mr Pearce believes there is chicanery afoot, advises the Accused to report events to Mr Somebody, a housing manager, but the Accused is unable to contact him.

On November lst l979 when the Accused is on his way to sit an open university degree examination, bailiffs arrive at the door (with no warrant). The bailiffs, on his return, have departed and the Accused writes to the Accused, summarising events, stating that if the council want possession he is willing to concede it, provided they give him two weeks’ formal notice (which he need not do).

Later the same evening, in Leicester, there are numerous problems at the Grasshoppers Chess Club.  Noor Kapadia is in a panic because he feels fourth team is not strong enough.  This proves an easier problem to solve - and the Accused persuades Noor to play for the first team!

On November 2nd l979 bailiffs reappear.  “We are going to knock the house down so that you cannot move back in!”.  No explanation.  The Accused moves to rented council accommodation, 51 Elford Rise.

The Accused’s personal circumstances.  Reasons for the exchange - replacement of  9 Harley Street with a similar house - being necessary.  Proposals for effecting compensation. Jack Dunnett MP. Effect of DHSS on compensation inadequate for replacement.  House price inflation now accelerated.  Miner’s cottages for sale in Tibshelf, Derbyshire.

Vol 11: 03111REP.PIA
Council obliged to make an offer in compensation and to pay 90% as a ‘statutory advance payment’ in advance irrespective of  acceptance.  Small sum required at this time to make up enough to replace the house.  The Accused’s requirements and the manner in which compensation is expected to be settled.  The £50 daily fine that may be extracted until compensation is paid.

On November 4th November l979 the Accused visits the Department of  Technical Services.  The Accused is confronted belligerently by the alleged Bullying Liar.  The curse of  Tutenkhamen has struck.  Mr Pearce has left council service.  The Nasty Auld Man has left council service.  The Under-Sheriff has died.  The alleged Bullying Liar refuses survey of the premises, refuses to offer compensation.  States council refuse to pay disturbance payments and that the council refuse to implement the promised provision of  similar house to 9 Harley Street in exchange.  Refuses to negotiate with the Accused personally but agrees to appointment of a surveyor acting for the Accused (which is affected later that day) but appears to intend the surveyor to act on behalf of the alleged Bullying Liar.  The alleged BL is to continue to refuse compensation and advance payment.

All that stands in the way of satisfactory settlement is alleged to be the alleged BL’s obstructive attitude.  One purpose of  the court cases that ensure is to draw attention to what is going on and to replace the alleged Bullying Liar as negotiator.  This however proves futile,  Attempts to contact the council by the Accused himself and by the numerous dignatories, including the Prime Minister, impeded by the custom of  alleged Bullying Liar’s describing themselves as City Solicitor, using an imitation signature of  the City Solicitor and receiving correspondence intended for the council or their boss.

Summons issued under S12(c) of  the l965 Compulsory Purchase Act and S89 of  the l845 Land Clauses Consolidation Act.

Researches confirm that Housing Committee not authorised to issue warrants for owner-occupied premises and that none for 9 Harley Street issued.  September ‘warrant’ known to be for 7 Harley Street and alleged Bullying Liar suspected of  altering records.  But minutes unearthed of a bogus September l979 Housing Committee meeting which suggests considerable chicanery.

Highly perverted Magistrates’ Court hearing.  Catalogue of  alleged Bullying Liar’s alleged amazing allegation.  The alleged Bullying Liar claims that warrant, known not to exist, was deposited in the Lord Mayor’s Office, together with an affidavit by three witness who signed it.  The warrant and affidavit have however been ‘lost’ and the Accused is threatened with costs for producing the witnesses, presumably to commit perjury, if he persists in claim there is no warrant.  The alleged Bullying Liar’s defence is based on a bizarre interpretation of  the ‘precedent’ Harris v Birkenhead which apparently impresses the Magistrates. 
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
