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This volume spans a period thoughout which Graf v Nottingham court cases were being heard and during which the Accused between l981-3 found himself victimised by the General Medical Council.

Accused-mum informed the Accused, when he was three or four years old, that he was to become a (medical) doctor.  The Accused considered, with a vision of what was to come, considered this a misguided ambition.  Later he entered a state grammar school via an accelerated entry experiment, taking the eleven plus examination without his parents knowledge, and decided that it would be a more realistic plan to study mathematics at university.   Accused-mum however intervened.  Nevertheless the Accused secretly applied to join a department of  the Civil Service, where many of  the personell were known to him and where he felt he was less likely to encounter prejudice on account of  being of  foreign origin, having been educated at the state grammar school and playing chess rather than Rugby Football.  He understood that the would be welcome even if  he found himself  forced into medical studies and qualifying as a doctor.  Also, with the aim of  evading the medical career, the Accused secretly took an Open Scholarship examination to Cambridge University when younger than other candidates and was eventually awarded a degree in psychology in June l964, being awarded in transit the Cambridge 2nd MB (pre-medical qualifying examination) two years before the usual minimum age - despite difficulties created by his being victim of  the parental means test on students’ grants and maternal meddling.

The Accused commenced clinical medical studies in September l964 at the London Hospital Medical College, though still not considering a medical career as realistic, unless he could first set up some other career.   Cambridge University does not have a clinical medical school of  its own.  Its students are seconded to London, where selection was on the basis of  social class considerations rather than ‘competitive’.   The Accused was severely affected by the parental means test and might be regarded as having been during his early months in London  on the verge of  starvation.  It was believed (correctly as it turns out) that the careers of  British medical graduates depended on the award of  a house-appointment at the newly qualified doctor’s teaching hospital.  Students at the London Hospital were at the beginning of  their careers made aware that these house appointments were in limited supply and that a considerable number of  them would depart before they qualified.  This created a mass neurosis.  The Accused found himself victimised because he was a grammar school pupil (known as a ‘Bolshie’) , Cambridge graduate and had supposedly entered competively rather than through social class criteria.  There was a fear that the Accused was the ‘thin edge of  the wedge’ - that there would be an influx of  Bolshies, as result of  what was considered a misguided government policy and that those born to be doctors would be unable to compete or be excluded through change of  criteria.  If  the Accused was hounded out, it was supposed, there would be no further wedge or Bolshies.

The Accused appeared to handle this persecution very effectively, or luckily, but interrupted his studies in March 1965 chiefly in order to set up another career, which could also eventually finance his medical studies.  He supposed that the previous persecution had played out.  However, it turns out that his mother had been secretly engaged in manipulations at the London Hospital - and Accused-mum drove the Accused back to his studies, under untoward circumstances,  by threat of  psychiatric assault.   The Accused managed eventually to qualify (and to survive subsequently) through a small legacy from his grandmother.  He found himself  however not working in those hospitals which employed Public School Boys and Rugger Players as resident doctors.  It turned out that these other hospitals (on what was known as the ‘closure list’) had previously only employed and still preferentially employed foreign doctors (‘temporally registered’ by the General Medical Council.  There was an unlimited supply of foreign doctors available.) who were financed by their own governments and had been promised that no ‘white’ would work in ‘their’ hospitals.  This enabled administrators to impose deductions on wages which were incompatible with survival.

The Accused found himself victimised because he was a ‘white’.  In two hospitals, eventually - Carlton Hayes Psychiatric Hospital, near Leicester, and in Nottingham Childrens’ Hospital he found himself persecuted because he was suspected to be of  Jewish origin whereas doctors in the hospital were financed by Arab (Muslim) funds.  Such hospitals were apt to be ruled by committees of  gerontocrats who persecuted their juniors but had little knowledge of and played little or no part in the work.   There also existed a colonialist structure with a ‘disposable sector’ - doctors who did the work, were used, victimised and discarded.  There was also the more permanent ‘wedge of  intertia’ consisting of  doctors with few or no duties but who were there to flatter the gerontocrats and to manipulate all for their own benefit.  There appeared also in some posts to be a deliberate preference for bogus doctors or for doctors from countries with no medical schools paid ‘educational grants’ (sometimes for a decade or more) by their own governments under the impression that they were being trained to obtain British qualifications (which some did and they may have become adequate doctors).  In these hospitals the resident doctors were in no position to complain or to blow whistles and the gerontocracy were able to set themselves as agents of  the Military Officer class enforcing a class system and victimising local populations.

Carlton Hayes hospital was full of  ‘patients’ who had originally been admitted before World War ll because they were unemployed, homeless and considered at the workhouse to be ‘not suitable’ for the labours that were there available (because, for instance, they were ladies who might ‘distract’ the male workers).  This was called ‘moral deficiency’ but when this diagnosis became illegal by virtue of  the l948 Mental Health Act instead of  being released they were ‘reclassified’ as ‘schizophrenics’.  Carlton Hayes Hospital was ruled by two hated gerontocrats, Dr Slorach and Dr Lowe, though the pressure groups that were the real powers were the Nurses’ Trade Union and ‘The Nursing Officers’ (not all of  the nursing officers) or ‘Food Gang’.  The Trade Union pressurised Dr Slorach into permitting the Accused to perform the ‘statutory annual physical examinations’ of which there was no record of  having been ever performed previously.  This was because they hoped to accumulate evidence that the patients were being starved while the  alleged Food Gang was selling their food to local retail outlets.  However, Dr Slorach was also pressurised by The Nursing Officers to undermine the physical examinations and to sack the Accused before they were completed.  Dr Slorach set up, to discredit the Accused, a committee of  three consisting of  himself and two Arab Medical Assistants, a Dr Ezzat and a Dr Alani.  According to the Accused, they succeeded only in proving their own ignorance.

It was later believed by Carlton Hayes consultants that this Dr Alani was the Dr Alami who in l972 killed nurses and patients at Alder Hey Childrens’ Hospital.  If  this was so, the evidence points to Dr Alami having been a bogus doctor, employed in posts where bogus doctors were preferred, who had twice previously been deported.   This incident threatened the gerontocracy with being Found Out.  But the gerontocracy was able to turn the events to their advantage by concocting what appears to be a cock and bull story that Dr Alami was suffering from a mental illness - paranoid schizophrenia.  This put the gerontocracy into a position of  eliminating potential opponents or whistleblowers by dragging them into secret psychiatric kangaroo courts where they were accused of  mental disorder and terrorised with threats of  psychiatry.  The Chief Gerontocrat, Sir Denis Q Basher Hill GMC KGB5 Dcd was able to appoint himself ‘representative of  the medical profession’ on the Merisson Committee set up to reform the NHS to close stable doors after the Alami incident.  This led to the 1978 Medical Act and the New GMC set up in August l980 with Basher Hill Chairman of  its allegedly Nazi Style Health Gestapo, set up to eliminate opposition to the gerontocracy’s political agenda.   The ‘reforms’ were universally unpopular within the medical profession but, according to the Accused’s evidence, those who opposed them were persecuted.  If so, the Accused would be earmarked as Public Enemy Number One on account of  his role as  Trent Regional Representative of  the Junior Hospital Doctors’ Association in l974-5. 

The Accused found himself eventually forced into asking the Regional Hospital Board and Ministry of  Health, on behalf of  a consultant who had fallen ill, for help in dealing with criminality at Carlton Hayes.  This help was abusively refused - the severity of  the reaction perhaps arising from the apparant connection of  Carlton Hayes with Alani and the danger of  the Accused revealing facts that might discredit the gerontocracy’s cock and bull story.  The Accused found himself persecuted and terrorised at his next appointment at Nottingham Childrens’ Hospital, being even dragged into a psychiatric kangaroo court because supposedly he had ‘criticised the hospital’.  The Accused eventually found himself unable to earn a living as a doctor and bought (in l974) a cheap inner city house in Nottingham, 9 Harley Street, with the aim of  living frugally so as to be able to accumulate enough capital to enable him to set up some means of earning a living.   This plan was scuppered however (in l979) by Nottingham Council supposedly taking possession of  house, supposedly included in a Compulsory Purchase Order, without warning and then refusing to pay compensation.

The Accused, nevertheless, was in l981 awarded by the Open University a first class honours degree in Applied Mathematics and Theoretical Physics.  This however proved to be a pretext for more abuse and produced no opportunities for (paid) employment.  During that year also the Accused found he could not afford the General Medical Council’s annual retention fee of  £25 required to remain on the medical register.  He suggested to the GMC that he be excused this fee because he could not afford it, had been victimised and was a worthy cause.  This resulted however in his being persecuted by the Health Section’s Kangaroo Procedure intended to manufacture a claim that he suffered from a mental disorder.  This, according to his subsequent researches, was due to intervention by a group of  politically motivated fanatics known as ‘The Christians’ who had a stronghold in the GMC registration committee and were misusing the procedure.  The attempt failed.  The Accused had been playing along in part because he had conducted a through investigation into the l981 riots in Highfields, Leicester, where he was Vice-Chairman of the local Community Association, and was anxious to interview Basher Hill in the course of  his inquiries on account of  his advice to unpopular governments in the l930s to organise riots.  The Accused was however again to be persecuted in l995 by a trumped up kangaroo procedure during which it was claimed that the previous attempt had been succesful and he was to be deregistered on psychiatric grounds.  The alleged pretext for this was that he had referred in a job application to the persecution he had experienced in the National Health Service.
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
