The Accused has commenced work as a lowly Senior House Officer at Carlton Hayes Psychiatric Hospital, near Leicester, expecting to have an easy passage and to be able to keep a low profile. Skinny John, alleged to be a local criminal, when the Accused refuses to submit to blackmail, promises instead to blackmail the committee into dismissing the Accused.   The Accused finds himself victimised and persecuted and eventually finds himself forced to abandon his job and go into hiding out of fear.  He then takes up psychiatric locum appointments in Wales and London but because of his previous experiences refuses to take on any permanent appointments.
