Hospital staff allege Dr Lowe neglects his duties

The rival superpowers in the hospital: the Kangaroo Court and the Nurses’ Trade Union.

The Trade Union insists on the Accused performing ten year overdue “Statutory Annual Physical Examinations” in the hope of  exposing alleged theft of  patients’ food by nursing officers.

Mrs Moody arrives in hospital and will not speak to staff.   The Accused encourages her draw pictures to persuade her to communicate during interview.   The Accused dragged before Kangaroo court and Mrs Moody allegedly bullied into “catatonia” by Ezzat.  Ezzat promoted to senior registrar at Towers Hospital.

Masochism of  middle aged ladies who suffer ECT for their love of  doctors.

The Accused discovers laxative abuse by Mrs Burns.  Accused accused of  incompetence by his Dr Lowe.

Mr McGroggy arrives in hospital with severe pernicious anaemia.   The Accused dragged iinto Kangaroo court for conducting routine haematological examinations.  Mr McGroggy treated with ECT. “ECT given.Patient improved.  Patient died.” Accused rescues patient admitted in diabetic coma from ECT.
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Patients on  Cromwell Ward watch non-functioning television.

Staff complain about Dr Slorach and Dr Lowe

Mrs Layback: Dr Slorach intervenes.

Prejudice, incompetence and gerontocrats keep patients unjustly confined to hospitals.
