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BY- LAWS

OF THE 

INTERFRATERNITY COUNCIL OF SDSM&T
ARTICLE I – DUTIES OF MEMBERS

SECTION I


It shall be the duty of the member fraternities to:

a) Uphold and abide by the Constitution, By-Laws, and Rules and Regulations of the council.

b) Have a representative present at every regular and special meeting of the council.

c) Do all in their power to further and aid the work of the council.

ARTICLE II – PLEDGE PROCEDURE

SECTION I


The following pledging guideline will be followed:

a) Bids will be offered to first semester students at SDSM&T no earlier than the second Monday of December.

b) Pledging ceremonies for all SDSM&T students will held no earlier than the second week of the Spring semester as scheduled by IFC.

c) Early bids may be given to non – first semester SDSM&T students.

d) All student who have completed one semester in residence SDSM&T may be offered a bid and be pledged at any time up to and including the Monday following spring break provided their cumulative GPA, including transfer credits, is approved by the Dean of Students and is a 2.0 or better.

e) If a student at SDSM&T has pledged a fraternity or sorority during a school semester, he or she may not depledge and then pledge another fraternity or sorority in that same school semester.

ARTICLE III – PLEDGING ACTVITIES

SECTION I 


The following pledging guidelines will be followed:

a) No entering of any Greek Houses without permission.

b) No personal property is to be damaged, dissembled, or defaced.

c) No item(s) may be removed from any Greek property.

d) A house’s sign may not be involved in any pledging activity.

e) No driving in yards.

f) No animals (dead or alive) are to be involved in any pledging activity.

g) No waste materials can be used in any pledging activity.

h) No products such as eggs, syrup, shaving cream, etc. will be used on areas that might cause permanent damage.

i) No involuntary kidnapping of another Greek Organization’s pledges nor active members.

j) No alcohol will be involved in any pledging activity.

ARTICLE IV – DUES

SECTION I


Semester dues shall be decided upon by the council and paid in a timely manner.

ARTICLE V – MEMBERSHIP GUIDELINES

SECTION I

A member of any Greek Organization may belong to two different Greek Organizations (ie Social and Professional) if these stipulations are met:

a) The active member is in good standing with the current Greek Organization 

b) A written agreement is signed by both House’s presidents and secretaries, the house extending the new bid must draft the written agreement.  Secretary’s signature is contingent on chapter discussion and majority approval.

c) Issues that must be addressed in the written agreement are meeting times, Greek Week, Rush Events, Secrecy items and etc.

d) IFC must approve the written agreement by a two-thirds majority before a bid may be extended.

ARTICLE VI – JUDICIAL COUNCIL


The Judiciary Council shall consist of the following persons:

a) Each organization shall appoint two members to serve on the Judiciary Council.  These members may not be the president of his/her organization, or the IFC representative of his/her organization.

b) The current President of IFC may not be elected by his/her organization to be a representative on the Judiciary Council.

c) The President of the IFC will serve as chair of the Judiciary Council.  As chair, he/she will abstain from voted decision except as needed to break a tie.

d) Absentee votes will not be accepted for any proceedings.

e) Should any member of the Judiciary Council (except the President) be absent for any proceedings, he/she may appoint a proxy member to serve in his/her place.  Votes from the proxy member will be honored by the Judiciary Council.

ARTICLE VII – OTHER IFC GUIDELINES

SECTION I 

Prospective students may be invited to the Greek Houses before classes begin for the Fall semester provided that the time spent by the prospective student at the Greek House does not conflict with a scheduled Orientation Event.

SECTION II

No Greek Events, excluding Interfraternal Socials, may be scheduled or be held simultaneously.
