First Annual:  Rice Lake Invitational Cup
Fellow Invitational competitors, Saturday, July 13 and Sunday, July 14, 2002, have been finalized as the dates for the first annual Rice Lake Invitational Cup (permanent tee-times will be established at a later date).  Saturday’s competition will consist of foursome and fourball matches; with a total of thirty-six holes to be played.  Sunday will see competitors facing off in singles matches consisting of eighteen holes.  For clarification of the format, please read on:

· Foursome play is a match where two golfers compete on a team against two other golfers and each side plays one ball.  The golfers play alternate shots (player A hits tee shot, player B hits second shot, etc.) until the hole is played out. Team members alternate playing the tee shots, with one golfer hitting the tee shot on odd-numbered holes, and the other hitting the tee shot from the even-numbered holes. The team with the better score wins the hole. Should the two teams tie for best score, the hole is halved.

· Fourball play is a match in which each member of the two-man teams play their own ball.  Four balls are in play per hole with each of the four players recording a score on the hole. The team whose player posts the best score on that hole wins the hole.  Should players from each team tie for the best score, the hole is halved.

· Singles is a match in which one player competes against another player.  A player wins the match when he is up by more holes than there are holes remaining to play.  Should players tie for the best score, the hole is halved.

The next order of business is to select two competitors to act as this years’ captains.  The process of selecting captains will be as follows:  attached you will find a ballot, it is your responsibility to nominate three fellow competitors to serve as captain for this years’ competition.  Those individuals who receive first place votes will receive five points, second place votes will garner three points, and third place votes one point.  The two individuals who receive the most points will be designated captains.  Please keep the following points in mind when making your determination of who you would like to see captain this years’ squads:

· The Rice Lake Invitational Cup is an annual event.

· Competitors will be allowed to function as captains every four years (i.e. – if you are selected as captain in 2002 you will be barred from participating as a captain until the 2006 Invitational).

· The Tournament Director is forbidden from participating as captain.  The Director’s role will be to aide both captains and give them insight into whom all of the Invitational participants are.

Likewise, this years’ social gathering has also been finalized.  Friday, July 12, 2002.  This social gathering will allow players to receive insight knowledge about the course, will allow the players to become familiar with fellow teammates and opponents, and finally the evening will be an occasion to fraternize and enjoy the finest of cuisine and beverages.  The location of this meeting has yet to be determined.
