Charter Of Laws and Ethics

A. Purpose of IPD and its goals

1. IPD promotes piece and cooperation between its members. It publishes annual reports on Micronationalism and facts about the existing micronations. It studies the Micronationalism phenomenon and consults its members on issues such as diplomacy and political science. It helps through the application of the intermicronational laws its members in times of diplomatic or political conflicts. Finally it ensures a safe and neutral environment for signing treaties, discussing intermicronational problems and works as a intermicronational web forum.

2. IPD organizes events for members and non-member states regarding political science and diplomacy. It educates ambassadors of member states and makes on behalf of its members treaties with non-members.
B. Legal representation of member states

1. IPD members are required to found a representative group, agency or authority to work for the IPD. This team or group must be consisted of at least one person, staff of the foreign affairs office/ministry/department. Maximum number of persons consisting the member’s representation is five (5). All members must have knowledge of the basics of Micronationalism, knowledge of their government’s internal system and knowledge of their micronation’s laws and constitution. Members’ legal representation is permanent for one IPD term (6 months) and is fully responsible for their actions towards their local governments.  

2. Each representative authority selects a “Certified Ambassador”, who is the speaker on behalf of the representative authority for one IPD term. 

C. IPD General Assemblies and Sessions

1. IPD general assemblies are held every two (months) except for special occasions where representative authorities will be noticed. All representative authorities take part. Every general assembly has a subject of discussion but if needed any representative authority can introduce a subject through its certified ambassador. 

2. The General Secretary who is selected by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Informatics of the Kingdom of Southern Sea sets the presidency of each General Assembly. Each Certified Ambassador will be notified for presidency at least two weeks before. Certified Ambassadors cannot take the presidency twice in a year except for circumstances where there is lack of IPD members.

3. Sessions are assemblies with invitation. This means that a few or even two members will discuss a subject that affects only them and it is not issue of the General Assembly. Sessions are scheduled by the General Secretary or can be asked by a representative authority.

D. General Ethics and Laws

1. Each member micronation is automatically recognizes all the other members

2. Each member micronation cannot be involved in a conflict with another member. All problems must be discussed and solved in the General Assemblies or if needed in scheduled Sessions

3. Treaties signed with non-members have 2nd priority. 

4. All members have the same voting rights. Therefore they should be treated equally regardless their size, age, origin or political power

5. IPD recognises member micronational states and no governments. Any intergovernmental change of any member is approved unless it does not follows the intermicronational laws or affects the normal operation of IPD

6. IPD reports are part of the academic section of IPD and cannot be affected by General Assemblies or Sessions. Reports and other documents such as Fact Books about Micronations are accessible by all members.

7. Each member has a veto vote in all General Assemblies

8. Each member must use its vote in a way which will provide good for itself, the IPD and the micronational community as a whole

9. Members cannot use IPD’s reputation for actions which have not been first discussed with in the General Assembly, in a Session or privately with the General Secretary

10.  Members are eligible to leave the IPD only after the end of an IPD term. Submitting the appropriate application to the General Secretary can readmit members. 

E. Forms of Membership

1. IPD divides its members to three categories based on social, political, economic and other criteria:

a) Permanent Members

Full members, which, are represented by a representative Authority and a Certified Ambassador. Veto voting in the General Assemblies. Number of representative authority members: five (5) 

b) Observing Members

Members with no veto vote, limited number of representative members (2 members maximum). They cannot ask for a Session from the General Secretary but they have no obligations to IPD. They cannot introduce subjects to the General Assembly. Finally they can change their status for permanent membership after the end of the 10 IPD terms.

c) Guest and Honoured Members

Members, which are invited by IPD. They do not have any voting rights. They can only participate in the General Assemblies after special invitation by the permanent members or the General Secretary. 

F. IPD Status, other Intermicronational Organizations and KSS

1. IPD is semi independent. Administrative is autonomous but it reflects the foreign policy of the Kingdom of Southern Sea. This status can be changed at any time.

2. IPD is relying on KSS existence but if the last stop operating for any reason, General Assembly is responsible for the future of IPD. 

3. KSS cannot cancel General Assembly’s decisions at any time

4. IPD recognizes the existence of other intermicronational organizations but it does not expects mutual recognition or accreditation

G. IPD Academic Section and Royal Southern Sea College

1. IPD’s academic section is responsible for publishing annual reports and making research on Micronationalism

2. Academic section is supervised by the Royal Southern Sea College

3. IPD’s members have access to academic section’s resources and can participate in the events organized by the section
