Due Process:  Procedural- The Gov. must follow its own laws.  Substantive- Those laws must be in accordance with the Constitution.  This applies to the states and the federal government because of the 14th Amendment.

No citizen can be deprived of their Life, Liberty or Property without Due Process.   The Gov. cannot take your person (put you in jail), your stuff (confiscate your property) or your life (capitol punishment) without following set legal rules. 

Probable Cause:  If there is solid evidence of a crime, a police officer may take action and violate privacy.  If they make the wrong call, the evidence is thrown out by the Exclusionary Rule, which says no evidence can be allowed if it was obtained in violation of a person's legal rights.

13th Amendment:  There is no slavery or involuntary servitude unless a person has been duly convicted of a crime in a court of law.

4th Amendment:  Citizens have the right to defend their homes from foreign enemies with their own weapons.  States get to decide laws that apply to weapons.

Right to Privacy:  The Gov. does not have the right to know what you are doing on your won time in your own home unless you are harming another person or depriving them of their rights.  The Gov. must have reliable evidence you are breaking the law BEFORE they can take action.  This evidence must be obtained legally.

Rights of the Accused

Habeus Corpus (to have the Body):  Can only be waived in time of war or revolution.  Says the Gov. must have reliable evidence of a crime before a person can be detained.

No Bills of Attainder:  Congress cannot pass laws that only apply to one person.

No Ex Post Facto Laws:  Congress cannot pass laws that go into effect retroactively.  If it wasn't against the law when you did it, you can't get in trouble.

No Double Jeopardy:  You can not be tried for the same crime in the same court more than once.  You can be tried for the same crime in different courts, or on appeal or if no decision is made in a first trial (hung jury).

Speedy Public Trial:  No secret trials where unfair things can happen and no one knows because everyone involved disappeared.

Trial By Jury:  Your fate will be decided by a group of your peers.  You can opt for a single judge, but you are guaranteed a jury of people like you.

5th Amendment:  You cannot be forced to incriminate yourself.

Miranda Rule:  The Gov. must make sure you understand your rights before taking you into custody.  That cannot fool you or keep you ignorant.

No Excessive Bail:  The amount of the bail must match the crime.  No $40K for stealing a loaf of bread.

No Cruel or Unusual Punishment:  The Gov. may not use torture or barbaric means to punish crimes or get confessions.
