The Phoenix Park

A brief historical overview…..

The Phoenix Park , Pairc an Fhionn Uisce, in native gaelic, (Irish) was first enclosed in 1662. At an early stage it comprised over 2,000 acres and extended beyond the river Liffey to the South. In 1680 the lands south of the Chapelizod road were excluded. This, and later minor alterations, reduced the Park to its present area of 1752 acres. 

Phoenix House, which gave its name to the Park, stood on St. Thomas’ Hill, near the present Islandbridge Gate.

Most of the Park, which is the largest enclosed one in Europe, is open to the public. Within it are several noteworthy buildings. 

Aras an Uachtarain, the residence of the Presidence of Ireland dates from 1750, and served from 1782 until 1922 as the residence of the British Viceroys. The United States Ambassadors residence, built in 1774, was, in former times the Chief Secretary’s Lodge. The Ordnance Survey Offices, include Mountjoy House built in 1728. St Marys Chest Hospital was formerly the Hibernian Military School dating from 1766.

Within the Phoenix Park, are the extensive Dublin Zoological Gardens and the ornamental grounds known as the Peoples Gardens. There are numerous sports fields for Cross Country running, Hurling, Camogie, Gaelic Football, Soccer, Cricket and Polo. The numerous roads which are closed off to traffic are regularly used by runners and walkers of all shapes and sizes.

West of St Marys Chest Hospital, on the hill of Knockmary, stands a prehistoric burial chamber of the Early Bronze Age. The tumulus which covered it was opened in 1838 and skeletons, pottery, and other relics now in the National Muesem were discovered. A similar sepulcher found in a gravel pit at Chapelizod is re-erected in the Zoological Gardens.

Legends of the Park





Although this is the thirteenth edition of the Dublin Grand Prix, the event has only been held on this course since 1995 and below are the top performances achieved on this course at the event.

The Dublin Grand Prix and the dreaded 4th Place…

In the 2001 Dublin Grand Prix, Australian Nathan Deakes won the Men’s 20km in a new Commonwealth and Australian Record of 1.18.14 and went on to finish 4th in the World Championships in Edmonton, Canada behind a clean sweep of the Russians Rassakov, Markov and Burayev.

In the 2002 Meeting, Irelands Gillian O’Sullivan finished second in the Women’s 20km in a new Irish Record of 1.29.12 before narrowly missing out on the bronze medal at the European Championships in Munich when she was passed by Italian Erica Alfridi in the last 300m, who incidentally had, herself, failed to finish the Dublin Grand Prix one month earlier.  

The winner of the Women’s 20km at last years Meeting was none other than Olympic silver medallist Kjersti Tysse-Platzer from Norway who then went on to finish 5th in the IAAF World Race Walking Cup in Turin last October. (Alfridi improved on her European bronze to take World Cup gold in front of ecstatic home fans)

Three times Champion (1995, 97, 99) Darrell Stone has finished 4th in two seperate Commonwealth Games (94, 98) as has 1995 silver medallist Chris Maddocks! (86, 90)

Lets hope this years event brings its participants that one step closer to an elusive medal at the World Championships in Paris in August 23-31st!
