Writing text over pictures as background:

Copy and paste an image into Word. 

On the Picture Toolbar, click on the Color icon, which is second from the left. 

Choose the option Washout.

On the Drawing toolbar, select Textbox (make sure the picture is not selected at this time). 

Draw a textbox that covers the picture. 

On the Draw toolbar, change Fill Color (paint can) to No Fill. 

Start writing.
