Left side, click on

· More Catalog Search Options
Use keyword or subject search

If you use a general term like “Iraq” you will get 396 records, most of which are books.

Remember you can always narrow down your search by adding key words

Click on the title of a book (the icon tells you it is book)

Then click on the big italicized i

Additional Information
Click on one of the options (summary perhaps).  Decide from this menu whether this book is suitable for your research

If you are having a hard time, remember that recent histories are always helpful

Assessment:

Find 3 books on your topic.  

For each book:

Cut and paste some information from one of the sub-sections of the Additional Information page THAT TELLS YOU THAT A PARTICULAR BOOK IS RELEVANT TO YOUR TOPIC.

Then write 2 or 3 sentences of your own explaining why you think this book has information about your topic.  

HW:  Find 3 books on your topic (1-3 for ESL).    See if you can use some of the information in these books when you rewrite your second draft for your final paper.  You can check the books out, use them in the library or use some of the pages that may be available on line (such as chapter one on the sfpl’s Additional Information page).   

The senior paper requires 3 books, but the books do not have to be public library books.  You may add books to your Works Cited page that you did not quote or paraphrase in your paper, as long as your read parts of them to inform yourself about the topic.
